5. A present tense verb shows something is happening now. Add s or es to most verbs if
the subject is one person, place, thing, or animal. Do not add s or es to a verb if the
subject is | or you or if the subject means more than one.

0 She cooks supper. 0 He likes to swim.
0 They cook supper. 0 The boys like to swim.
O | cook supper. O You like to swim.
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
